Play, Child, Play: A European Prodigy Survives the Holocaust
(Spiel, Zirkuskind, spiel)

An autobiography written by Sioma Zubicky

It was the year 1926 when, born to Russian-Jewish Circus Artists at Circus Busch in Berlin, Sioma 
Zubicky first saw the light of day. By the tender age of eight he was already an xylophonist virtuoso of 
world standard – a prodigy, who appeared in Paris alongside Edith Piaf, Maurice Chevalier, Josephine 
Baker und Jaque Tati. Between 1940 and 1943 Zubicky and his father performed for the German allies  
in France, Belgium and Holland.  At the same time they spied for the French resistance movement. 
When they were exposed in 1943, Zubicky’s father managed to escape and survived the war as part of 
the French resistance movement. Zubicky himself together with his mother and his eleven years old 
brother, he was deported to Auschwitz where the SS tattooed a number on the underside of his arm.  
His mother and brother died on the same day, numberless.  Printed in original under the title  “Med 
förintelsen i bagaget” (“The Holocaust in a suitcase”), this book has already sold 44 000 copies in 
Sweden, both in paperback and in hard cover edition.
